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Summary of the
One-Year Action Plan Process
Fiscal Year 2009/10

The Consolidated Plan for Housing and Community Development is a requirement of
the 1990 National Affordable Housing Act and the Community Development Plan for
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. Such a plan is required of
entitlement communities, which receive Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
funds under HUD’s housing and service programs related to the needs of low and
moderate-income persons.

The One Year Action Plan, an annual requirement, must be submitted to HUD 45 days
prior to the beginning of the entitlement fiscal year. A citizen participation plan element
requires that interested parties have a 30-day period in which to review and comment
upon the funding proposals. The 30-day comment period for the use of the City of
Medford’s CDBG funds begins on April 6, 2009 and ended on May 5, 2009. No
comments were received. A public hearing was held on May 7, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in
Jackson County Auditorium. Testimony was received from one person in supports of
funding for the neighborhood facility. The comments can be viewed in Appendix B.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The City of Medford is an entitlement jurisdictiareceiving an annual allocation of
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds fridme U.S. Department of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD). The City of Medfor#fiscal Year 2009-2010 CDBG
funding allocation is $622,465 with $288,500 iroalited carryforward, $1300 in unallocated
carryforward, plus an additional $90,000 in progiagome.

The one-yeaAction Planis an annual document that describes the City edifiord’s HUD-
funded projects and community development relattidiges that will be conducted within the
community to implement the five-yea005-2009Consolidated Plan for Housing and
Community Developmeirt the upcoming fiscal year.

Funding will be used for homeowner rehabilitatighabilitation of parking areas for a youth
activity center, down payment assistance for firse homebuyers, and public service
operations. Performance measurements include eetiaffordability and accessibility for the
purpose of providing decent housing and enhanceddnaproved accessibility for the purpose
of providing suitable living environments.

Citizen Participation and Consultation

The City of Medford allocated its CDBG funds thrbug competitive process. The Housing
and Community Development Commission, a nine-pecgtren advisory group, reviewed all
applications and made its funding recommendationslarch 25, 2009. It forwarded its
funding recommendations to the Medford City CouniEile public comment period for the
draft 2009/2010 Action Plan began on April 6 and ttrough May 5, 2009. The draft plan
was posted on the City’s website and was availabtkee public at the City Manager’s Office.
The Housing and Community Development Commissidhmeet again on May 6, 2009 to
review the public comments and discuss concernpulic hearing was held on May 7, 2009
with testimony received from one person who spokiavor of funding for the Kids Unlimited
Parking lot project. Comment may be reviewed ipépdix B.

The public comment period and the public hearingtie submitted plan was noticed in the
Legal Notices section afhe Mail Tribune.

Consultations occurred with the Hispanic Interagedetwork, the Jackson County Continuum
of Care/[Homeless Task Force, the Jackson Countyn@omty Services Consortium, the
Housing Authority of Jackson County, ACCESS, Inud ¢he West Medford Community
Coalition.
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SOURCES OF FUNDS/RESOURCES

There are many potential resources available teigecaffordable housing and related services in
Medford. This section provides an overview of fla¢ential resources. Only the programs that are
most suitable and likely to be available have beeluded. The City of Medford is an Entitlement
Jurisdiction for Community Development Block Gréumds. Most other resources, however, are
provided on a competitive basis and require graiting skills and well organized local
organizations that demonstrate competence andigfaess. Fortunately, there are several such
organizations in Medford which have been successfabtaining federal, state and local grants and
public contributions for their housing and relassgvice programs, including the Housing Authority
of Jackson County, ACCESS, Inc., OnTrack, Inc., @odhmunity Works.

a. Federal Programs

1) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)

CDBG funds are an entitlement received by the Gityledford based on a formula related to
population and other parameters. The eligible o$dsese funds permit the City to provide
direct funding for community development projeaisis as streets, sidewalks and other public
infrastructure in low-income neighborhoods. They©f Medford also encourages agencies
and organizations to provide housing and relatedss by awarding CDBG funds for
housing related projects or as leverage to genadatgtional funding, thereby maximizing the
benefits from this federal funding.

2) HOME Program

The City of Medford is not currently a participagijurisdiction for HUD's HOME funds. .
Affordable housing organizations in Medford curtgmieed to apply directly to the Oregon
Housing and Community Services Department, whitdtates funds based on a statewide
Consolidated Plan.

3) Low-income Energy Assistance and Weatherization

ACCESS, Inc., the local community action agencgenees U.S. Department of Energy Funds,
which are distributed through the Oregon Housingl @ommunity Services Department.
These funds are used to provide low-income houdshwith help in paying their energy bills
and weatherizing their homes.

4) Mortgage Credit Certificate Program

This federal program enables a purchaser of a homealify for a higher loan amount than
would otherwise be possible.
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5) Low-income Housing Tax Credit

The Federal Low-Income Housing Tax Credit Prograsisas both for-profit and non-profit
housing developers in financing affordable hougirgects for low-income families and
individuals whose incomes are 60% or below of med@nily income. Local non-profit
developers have been successful at pulling intaditcdollars.

A recent example of a successful project that vea®ldped using Low-Income Housing Tax
Credits is the Housing Authority of Jackson Cousitylaple Terrace Apartments, 92 new low
income rental apartments located in northwest Mellfwhich were funded through a
combination of Low-Income Housing Tax Credits atiteo State and Federal funding sources.

6) Exemptions from Local Property Taxes

Non-profits that provide services for low and maderincome persons are often eligible for
exemptions from local property taxes. ACCESS, tacently requested and received an
exemption from property tax for their Barnett Apaents.

7) Resources for Homeless Populations

The Oregon Housing and Community Services Depattneeeives federal and state resources
to be used in the state for homeless persons.eThelside: Emergency Housing Account,
Emergency Shelter Grants, State Homeless Assismoggam, Shelter Plus Care, and
Supplemental Assistance for Facilities to Assisingtess. Additionally, under the Federal
Continuum of Care program administered by HUD, lgowvernments and agencies can apply
for federal funding for programs and services &®vpnt and combat homelessness. The
Continuum of Care has been successful at acquiiciinney Vento funds.This year, they
received $319,914 to fund four on-going prograngjéuts: support for ACCESS’ Woodrow
Pines, Rogue Valley Council of Government’s Homd Ast Program, the Salvation Army’s
Hope House Transitional Shelter and Community Wadmensitional Living program for youth
and teens. ACCESS, Inc., as the Community Action AgencyJackson County, is also the
designated lead agency by Oregon Housing and Cortyriservices Department for
administering many of these funds. It houses thél®won Oregon Housing Resource Center, a
clearinghouse for housing programs.

8) Public Housing Assistance

The Housing Authority of Jackson County can recéivels from HUD for a variety of
purposes. Principal funds include Housing Choiocadhers, of which HAJC has 1705 for all
of Jackson County. They also offer special prograoch as the Family Self Sufficiency and
are able to offer housing choice vouchers for magégpayments for qualified families. The
Housing Authority of Jackson County is a membeYaliey Individual Development Account
(VIDA) and will be administering up to 10 IDAs.
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9) Direct Loans for Housing the Elderly (Section 20  2)

This program provides low interest loans to priyaten-profit organizations to develop
housing for the elderly. Medford has two SectiO2 #acilities developed and managed by
Pacific Retirement Systems.

10) Cash Advances for Housing the Handicapped (Sect  ion 811)

This program provides assistance to private noffitprim develop rental housing with
supportive services for persons with disabiliti@sS| Jackson County accessed Section 811
dollars for its Catalpa Shade project for persoitk tarain injuries.

b. State Programs

1) State of Oregon Affordable Housing Resources

The Oregon Department of Housing and Community iSesvadministers a number of
programs to provide affordable housing. Theseuthelthe Single Family Mortgage Program,
the Multifamily Housing Revenue Bonds program, Et@erly and Disabled Loan Program,
Risk Sharing Loans, Predevelopment Loans, Seed yramheance, Oregon Rural Rehab Loans,
and Multi family Accelerated Loan Processing, thegan Housing Development Grant
Program, the Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Crealitlfenders, the Low-Income Rental
Housing Fund, HELP and other programs as deternbgddcal community need.

C. City General Fund Resources

1) Neighborhood Matching Grant Funds

Through its Neighborhood Resource Division, they@as implemented a neighborhood small
matching grant program to assist in funding worttevprojects citywide, as well as in low and
moderate-income neighborhoods. In the past yearNeighborhood Street Tree Partnerships
were funded for the removal of hazardous treeg)ipguof existing trees and planting of new
trees and one neighborhood improvement grant viesaséd for a block party in a low income
neighborhood.

2) City General Fund Grants

The City of Medford allocates $275,000 annuallgéneral fund dollars to help fund the day-
to-day operations of public service agencies agdmrations providing essential safety net
services in the city. Funding in FY 2009/10 widllp support essential safety net services to
public agencies.A $4.5 million bond measure was passed in 200%uilol sidewalks within a
mile radius of elementary schools throughout thg.CiSidewalks are getting ready for bid in
Census Tract 1.2 near Howard School, Census Tri@8trzar South Medford High School,
Census Tract 2.02 near McLoughlin Middle School dackson Elementary School, and
Census Tract 5 near Hedrick Middle School.

The Action Plan allocates $614,230 in new 2009-20DBG funds, $90,000 in estimated
program income.

- Homeowner Assistance Fhe City of Medford has allocated $41,417 in newBtDfunds
towards the First Time Homebuyer Assistance Prodoaprovide zero interest loans for
income qualified homebuyers in Medford of up to $0® per household for down payment
assistance and/or closing costs.

- Public Services Operations- The City of Medford has granted $90,000 whidlsfaithin

the 15% limitation established in the CDBG regulas, to fund operations for public services
agencies serving low-income families, homelesspardons with special needs.

Contingent Increase: Should the City of Medford #ement increase by up to 10% for
PY2009, additional funds up to $11,347 will be gtad public service agencies, which would
fall within the 15% limitation established in the @BG regulations.(Note: The entitlement
amount was received and an additional $3,370 wilhliocated to public services.)

- Administration- $122,813 in new funds and $15,000 in estimatedraragncome will be
used for general program administration, fair hoegsictivities, project implementation, and
other planning activities.

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GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION

For the purpose of the Consolidated Plan, the @itMiedford defines areas of minority

concentration aa Census Tract where the total percentage of miy@opulation is 20 percent or
more of the total population in the Census Tra@000 Census data shows that the City of Medford
has three such Census Tracts where there existsthar a 20% concentration of minorities. In
specific, Census Tract 1 supports 30.1% of Hisppapulation, Census Tract 2.01, a 22.4%
concentration of Hispanics and Census Tract 2.@2% concentration of Hispanics. The City has
consistently targeted funds to these areas in Wedford throughout the years due to the low-
moderate income base and to the higher than averameity populations. In fact, since 2000,

6,936 Hispanic individuals out of 66927 persona twtal of 10% of all persons served have received
assistance through a CDBG- funded Public Serviteigc

Targeted 2009/10 CDBG funds include funds for TresMw Project and the Parking Lot
Rehabilitation Project located at Kids Unlimitedialhis in the Liberty Park Neighborhood, Census
Tract 1. This past year, funding was targetedlferHome Repair Program in the local target areas
of Liberty Park, McLoughlin and Washington neighteods. These neighborhoods are the most
diverse in the City with high concentrations of pasic populations in particular. This year, those
same three neighborhoods will again be targetetdore repair funds.

ALLOCATION PRIORITIES

Approximately 30% of the CDBG funding will be usiedocal target areas in 2009/2010 primarily in
the form of homeowner repair funding. This fundumid) be used in the targeted neighborhoods of
McLoughlin, Liberty Park and Washington. Other &tegl neighborhood programs include the
parking lot rehab and integrated services for hesgeteens, both located in the Liberty Park
Neighborhood, Census Tract 1 and the neighborhmpdavement project carry forward funding
which targets these neighborhoods as well.

The Housing
Authority of Jackson County serves Medford and daokCounty. They recently completed the
construction of the Maple Terrace Apartments irtineest Medford providing 82 new low-
income rental units. All units are fully leased.

Public service
dollars were allocated to the Maslow Project, atly@mervice integration center providing
services to homeless youth and teens. The nunfilbenaeless youth identified in the 549C
Medford School District was 1094 in 2007/08. Medfbas the highest percentage of homeless
youth per capita in Oregon and is second in overathber behind only Portland.

MONITORING STANDARDS AND PROCEDURES

The City of Medford is responsible for monitoringly those funds that it receives from HUD,
which are limited to the Community Development Bd@arant. The City has both a Grants
Specialist who is responsible for overseeing tleeafSCDBG funds along with the Deputy City
Manager. They maintain a close working relatiopshith the Neighborhood Resource
Coordinator and grant recipients. Quarterly finahand beneficiary reports are required of all
public service agencies receiving CDBG funds. Aaimeneficiary reports are required of all
subrecipients of capital grants. All capital patgeare administered under federal procurement
standards and labor standards. The programsaselgimonitored and an annual report
prepared.

The City will monitor the progress of all new 2009/Action Plan programs and prepare an
annual report (CAPER) which will cover progress mé&al each activity, as well as number of
beneficiaries, number of units and number of dsligrent through the annual Grantee
Performance Report. The City has expanded itsa®ke supportive partner and coordinator of
affordable housing through its nine-person Housind Community Development Commission.
This Commission helps provides a stronger citizanigipation component for the CDBG
program. Housing Commissioners monitor the pragoésll CDBG- funded capital
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improvement projects, review funding decisions arake recommendations to City Council on
programs and funding.

In addition to reviewing all subrecipient draw doveguests, program and financial reports, the
City will complete a risk assessment of 2009/10 @&ibrecipients. The purpose of this risk
assessment is to identify which subrecipients igtjuire comprehensive monitoring during the
program year. The risk assessment uses the foltpariteriato identify high-risk

subrecipients which will require comprehensive nanmg:

subrecipients new to CDBG program;

subrecipients that have experienced turnover inskafy positions;
subrecipients with previous compliance or perforogaproblems;
subrecipients carrying out high-risk activitiesgdan

subrecipients undertaking multiple CDBG activitiesthe first time.

Comprehensive monitoring of high-risk subrecipiamii include a minimum of one on-site
project monitoring visit during the 2009/10 progrgear. If a subrecipient is determined to be
high-risk, they may also be required to submit rhyntinancial and program outcome reports
(vs. quarterly). The schedule of each on-site mooinig visit will be determined by the
subrecipient project schedule and a standardizedtanimg checklist will be used when
evaluating each subrecipient CDBG- funded projé&. will monitor the Jackson County Child
Abuse Task Force-Children’s Advocacy Center dug new director being hired since last
funded.

HOMELESS AND OTHER SPECIAL NEEDS ACTIVITIES

The City of Medford partners with other governméniasdictions, agencies and organizations,
in a collaborative effort to address homelessnedsother special needs. The Jackson County
Homeless Task Force uses a Continuum of Care agptogrovide for services and linkages
for low income and homeless citizens. City stafffes on the Homeless Task Force, which
meets on a monthly basis. Subcommittees inclueléaffowing:

Annual Homeless Survey

Veterans

Accessible Affordable Housing

Homeless Youth

Project Homeless Connect
The Homeless Task Force is working to put on auesofair for homeless people, Project
Homeless Connect in June 2009. The Task Foromisrg to develop an emergency
preparedness plan for homeless people this year.

Through the support and coordinated efforts of Tlask Force, the Rogue Valley Council of
Government’s Senior and Disability Services progmamartnership with DASIL is sponsoring
the Home at Last supportive housing program dedigmgive mentally and physically disabled
adults the assistance they need to find a homéeeylit. Clients are case managed and receive
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a range of services from assistance in obtainimgaeent housing to medical treatme8ince
2002, the program has received $133,665 annuaNjcikinney Vento funds and this year will
receive $136,957.

Also through the coordinated efforts of the Homel€ask Force, there are other McKinney
Vento recipients for 2009 including ACCESS, Incitsrsupportive mental health services for
Woodrow Pines, Community Works for its homeless améway teen program, and the
Salvation Army for its Hope House Transitional $éel

The Homeless Task Force conducts an annual homselessy, one night shelter count (point in
time) and gaps analysis. The annual homelessysueveals a steady climb in the number of
homeless persons in Jackson County. This yeautwey indicated an increase in the
percentage of homeless veterans to nearly 50%egfdpulation counted. Nearly 79% were
male.

Nonprofit housing providers and social service agecontinue to address the needs of
homeless and special needs populations. RogueaRbtae applied for and obtained a permanent
support Housing Plus grant through the State ofj@rdo purchase and then renovate a house
on Riverside. Hearts with a Mission acquired adeoon Edwards Street with 2008 CDBG funds
to use as an emergency teen shelter and is irrticegs of rehabilitating the house that will
house 15 teens.

The process to develop the Ten Year Plan to EndélEsaness is coming to an end by June
2009 and there will be a community awareness cagngai promote the plan. The main
strategies include the following:

Increase the stock of permanent, affordable andatipe housing for individuals who

earn less than the 20% of Area Median Income.

Increase agency coordination and service integraiall levels.

Provide case management to help people maintéitegtental housing.

Provide financial assistance and life skills tragmto help people move into stable

housing.

Develop and increase sustainable emergency/tranaitshelter options for youth.

On Track, Inc., a nonprofit working with persongmwalcohol and other drug addictions and
persons with HIV and AIDS- related diseases opseratgh the Sky Vista Apartments with 48
units and the Lithia Place Apartments with 15 uagswvell as the Stevens Place project, which
houses very low income families who are unable ¢éetnbenancy eligibility requirements
elsewhere. Each complex has both a property mamaagecase manger on site. CDBG funding
helps to support a case manager at Stevens Pldamarat Sky Vista/Lithia Place.

COORDINATION

Coordination between public and assisted housiogigers, health providers and social service
agencies along with municipal and county governsieahtinues to occur through a variety of
venues. A number of housing providers includeisereomponents for the residents of their
housing projects.
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Along with the Homeless Task Force, there is asatkCounty Community Services
Consortium, which advocates for the delivery obedable, accessible and quality community
services in Jackson County and provides a netwgriiructure for agencies.

There is also a Hispanic Interagency Committee wbarves as a networking vehicle and
advocate for the provision of services to the edpanSpanish speaking community. The
Neighborhood Resource Coordinator currently chthiese monthly meetings and promotes City
services through outreach and awareness

The Southern Oregon Housing Resource Center pro@adadearing house for housing related
resources within Jackson and Josephine Countissaltollaborative effort between both county
governments, ACCESS, Inc., the Housing Authorityatkson County and several
municipalities including the City of Medford. Pmagn income derived from State- funded
CDBG projects in Jackson and Josephine Countiédevilunneled through this organization as
well. The Neighborhood Resource Coordinator seoveiss advisory board.

The City of Medford has established a Housing aoch@unity Development Commission to
address issues relating to housing accessibildyadiordability within the City. Serving in an
advisory capacity to City Council on housing issubsy act as a focal point for all housing
related issues for the City. In 2003, they weneraped by City Council serve in an advisory
capacity on issues related to Community DeveloprBértk Grant including recommendations
regarding CDBG funding.

The HUD Counseling Center in Jackson County, SOBOthmunity Credit Union. The City of
Medford has been partnering with SOFCU to offeew irirst Time Homebuyer curriculum
through NeighborWork<RRealizing the American Dreanthis curriculum is in addition to the
ABCs of Home Buyingffered through the Southern Oregon Housing ResoGenter.

REDUCTION OF LEAD-BASED PAINT HAZARDS

Childhood lead based paint poisoning is a signiigaoblem nationally. In an effort to address
this problem, HUD published its Final Rule to Tieof the 1992 Housing and Community
Development Act on September 15, 1999. This redgiires certain prescribed action by HUD
grantees to identify, stabilize or remove lead-eblgsaint hazards in any housing receiving HUD
assistance. The scope of activities required byphkJdependent upon the type of housing
impacted and the amount of federal assistance Ipgowgded with rehabilitation activities using
in excess of $25,000 of HUD funds requiring thehieist level of treatment. The rule only
affects residential structures built before 1978.

Non-Profit Housing Rehabilitation Projects

Acquisition and rehabilitation activities of old&gructures undertaken by area nonprofit housing
providers receiving HUD funds will be affected. aM of these projects often require HUD
subsidies exceeding $25,000 per unit and the ddetating lead-based paint may add greatly to
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the overall cost of the project. Additional fundsay be required to offset this increase, which
may result in fewer units being rehabilitated.

It is estimated the®,063 rental units in Medford occupied by low-inaimouseholds have lead-
based paint and 2, 407 owner-occupied homes hadeblased paint. Since the vast majority of
homes assisted through the Housing Authority’s hmamer rehabilitation programs fall into this
age category, it seems apparent that this will lzasignificant impact. All of their contractors
have received lead based paint training and thikgwfdhe safe protocols required when dealing
with lead based paint. The Housing Authority afk¥n County continues to annually offer a
series oWork Safe with Leadasses for local contractors.

INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE

The City of Medford’s Neighborhood Resource Divisiavithin the City Manager’s Office, was
established in 2002 to more effectively addressitgs housing concerns as well as issues
around community development and neighborhoodakxattion.

The City of Medford has on staff an Economic Depetent Coordinator whose mission is to
increase the number of family wage jobs within @iy by assisting with business expansion,
retention and relocation efforts.

In 2002, the City developed the Neighborhood Resm@oordinator position to manage the
Community Development Block Grant program, addresssing issues and address all issues
relating to neighborhoods including capacity bunfgiand leadership development, code
enforcement and revitalization of challenged neaghbods. In May of 2002, the City hired an
additional position, a CDBG Coordinator, to addrgsscific issues related to the administration
and monitoring of community development block grfamids. This position includes city grants
management and is known as the CDBG/Grants Spstcidlhis team approach to community
and economic development has helped improve thacdgmof the community to help its citizens
meet their needs.

UNDERSERVED NEEDS

There are far more needs than there exists resotaeaeet them within the City of Medford.

In addition to targeting those resources througlgiant and neighborhood resources programs,
the City is continuing to seek better ways to comitate with its citizenry about financial and
informational resources, which the City and oth@nmunity providers can make available.

Underserved needs are also met through the Cigyiemgl fund in its effort to fund essential
safety net services. Annually, $275,000 is alledab eligible social and health service
providers. Many of these providers address stiegenf high priority identified in the City’s
Consolidated Plan such as services for the homaletsenior citizens.

In 2009, the City of Medford, in partnership wittetRogue Valley Council of Governments, the
United Way of Jackson County, City of Ashland, &@ICESS, Inc. conducted a Community
Needs Assessment. Survey forms were distributedl tvganizations in Jackson County
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providing services to low-income individuals, fai@d, seniors and disabled person to gather
information about their needs and gaps in servibe.consumer survey was completed by 1,404
clients of whom 58% were low-income, 22% were disdland 15% were seniorsThe five

most critical needs in priority order include:

Emergency food assistance
Energy/fuel assistance
Health care

Housing assistance

Drug & alcohol programs

The City of Medford’s Grants Subcommittee takeséheeeds into account when allocating the
General Fund grant funding to essential safetyseetices such as food assistance and health
care.

FAIR HOUSING

The Fair Housing Council of Oregon continues t@o#nnual training workshops for social
service agencies and landlords on fair housingssupartnership with ACCESS, Inc. and
Southern Oregon Rental Owners Association.

The Citys Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housiwgl be updated in the coming year as part
of the new Consolidated Plan the City will be prapa

The Consumer Credit Counseling Service of Souteagon also offers counseling to its
clientele on fair housing issues. Counselors revigtlv clients the protections various laws and
regulations provide the consumer. This includas Babt Collections Practices Act, Fair Credit
billing, Fair Credit Reporting, and Fair Lending.

The City will be providing CDBG funding, in this@gram year to the Center for Nonprofit
Legal Services to enable it to continue to prowadsistance on landlord-tenant law and on Fair
Housing issues. They have an attorney on staffsioguon fair housing and other housing
related issues through their Pathways to Self-8eficy program. This program helps create
safe and secure housing for seniors, disabled pgrand low income residents by defending
their legal rights to fair housing.

In the City’s current Analysis of Impediments, flodowing actions were listed for the City to

address:

1. Continue to support fair housing education for conamers, lenders, realtors, landlords,
advocacy groups and service providersThe City of Medford has Fair Housing posters
posted throughout City Hall and has Fair Housirachures in all of the City’s brochure
racks. Brochures and educational materials ardaél@at events such as the annual First
Time Homebuyer Fair and Multicultural Fair.
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2. Continue to support actions to increase the availality of affordable housing. The City
of Medford’s Housing and Community Development Cassion continues to develop
programs and policies to help increase the avéithabif affordable housing. An ad hoc task
force was established in response to HUD’s Ca#ldton, the Regulatory Barriers Task
Force, to address existing local barriers to atibtd housing development. The Task Force
completed their report on barriers this past yaar@ntinues to look at efforts to address
these barriers. The City continues to fund norfiphousing agencies in their efforts to
develop more affordable housing for low-income pessand for persons with special needs.

3. Support the activities of Fair Housing. The City of Medford promotes the training
workshops offered by the Fair Housing Council oé@un. In the summer of 2008, a hate
crime in one of Medford’s neighborhoods led to fienation of a coalition of organizations
working together to offer educational forums onedgrty and tolerance. The Community
Response Team plans to hold an additional forumgiing inviting a keynote speaker from
the Bay Area specializing in racial discriminatiohhey are also working with the schools
throughout Jackson County to help develop divemidgrams. The City of Medford
Neighborhood Resources Division, in partnershignldbgue Community College and the
West Medford Community Coalition offers a divergiignel as part of its Neighborhood
Leadership Academy. The City has also worked tjosgh the Fair Housing Council of
Oregon and has offered educational workshops amdd®d information to the public about
housing discrimination and fairness issues

4. Continue to monitor activities of lending institutions. The City of Medford continues to
monitor activities and research demonstrates thahajor problems exist.

5. Support a cooperative effort to investigate the exint of predatory lending in Medford
and consider strategies to eliminate this practiceThe City of Medford partners with the
Consumer Credit Counseling Service of Southern @remd local lending institutions to
educate consumers on predatory lending practidésrkshops on this topic were offered at
events such as the First Time Homebuyer Fair.

Their report was presented to the City Coufarilreview.

Objective: Support efforts to make more land avaible for affordable housing such as
land set-asides, land trusts, land aggregation fdrousing purposes and the development of
an urban reserve.

The Housing and Community Development Commissiandxplored the development of land
trusts within the city limits and will be working support with the non-profit housing
community.

Objective: Develop a City Housing Affordability Incentives Policy that encourages
developers to provide a percentage of units in housy development to low- and moderate-
income households at affordable levels.

The Housing & Community Development Commission’'g&atory Barriers Task Force has
completed their report regarding ways to encougdfygedable housing development in Medford
through possible incentives and requiring a peegmbf affordable units as a condition of
annexation. The City Council has the report foieev

Objective: Update the Housing Element and the Neltorhood Element of the
Comprehensive Plan.

The Housing Element is being updated with a progp@senpletion and is scheduled to come
before the Council for adoption in July 2009.

Strategy 1-4. Expand homeownership opportunitiesofr lower-income
households.

Objective: Assist prospective lower-income homebuys to obtain housing though

programs such as down payment assistance and othferms of assistance. Target minority
populations through outreach efforts.
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Activity 1:  First Time Homebuyer Fair

The City of Medford, in partnership with the Wesetiford Community Coalition sponsored the
7th annual Homebuyer Fair in April 2009 and willdféering another such fair in the coming
year. Promotional materials are always bilingual aearly half of the participants target the
Hispanic population. The fair brings together tgses for the first time homebuyer from credit
counseling to mortgage lenders to realtors.

Outcome: 200 persons, including 100 Latinos, atteled the fair and gathered housing
information and were exposed to homeowner resources

Affirmatively Further Fair Housing  -- The jurisdiction will affirmatively further fair housing, which
means it will conduct an analysis of impediments to fair housing choice within the jurisdiction, take
appropriate actions to overcome the effects of any impediments identified through that analysis, and
maintain records reflecting that analysis and actions in this regard.

Anti-displacement and Relocation Plan  -- It will comply with the acquisition and relocation
requirements of the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970,
as amended, and implementing regulations at 49 CFR 24; and it has in effect and is following a
residential anti-displacement and relocation assistance plan required under section 104(d) of the
Housing and Community Development (HUD) Act of 1974, as amended, in connection with any activity
assisted with funding under the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG.)

Drug Free Workplace -- It will or will continue to provide a drug-free workplace by:

1. Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing,
possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in the grantee's workplace and specifying the
actions that will be taken against employees for violation of such prohibition;

2. Establishing an ongoing drug-free awareness program to inform employees about:

(a) The dangers of drug abuse in the workplace;

(b) The grantee's policy of maintaining a drug-free workplace;

(c) Any available drug counseling, rehabilitation, and employee assistance programs;

And

(d) The penalties that may be imposed upon employees for drug abuse violations occurring in the
workplace;

3. Making it a requirement that each employee to be engaged in the performance of the grant be given
a copy of the statement required by paragraph 1;

4. Notifying the employee in the statement required by paragraph 1 that, as a condition of employment
under the grant, the employee will:

(a) Abide by the terms of the statement; and

(b) Notify the employer in writing of his or her conviction for a violation of a criminal drug statute
occurring in the workplace no later than five calendar days after such conviction;

5. Notifying the agency in writing, within ten calendar days after receiving notice under

subparagraph 4(b) from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of such conviction.
Employers of convicted employees must provide notice, including position title, to every grant officer or
other designee on whose grant activity the convicted employee was working, unless the Federal
agency has designated a central point for the receipt of such notices. Notice shall include the
identification number(s) of each affected grant;

6. Taking one of the following actions, within 30 calendar days of receiving notice under

subparagraph 4(b), with respect to any employee who is so convicted:

(a) Taking appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and including termination,
consistent with the requirements of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended; or

(b) Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance

or rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local

health, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency; and

7. Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug-free workplace through implementation of
paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.
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Anti-Lobbying -- To the best of the jurisdiction's knowledge and belief:

1. No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of it, to any person for
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an
officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the
awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal loan, the
entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or
modification of any Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement;

2. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for
influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an
officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with this
Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, it will complete and submit Standard Form-
LLL, "Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying," in accordance with its instructions; and

3. It will require that the language of paragraph 1 and 2 of this anti-lobbying certification be included in
the award documents for all sub-awards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts
under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that all subrecipients shall certify and disclose
accordingly.

Authority of Jurisdiction  -- The consolidated plan is authorized under State and local law (as
applicable) and the jurisdiction possesses the legal authority to carry out the programs for which it is
seeking funding, in accordance with applicable HUD regulations.

Consistency with Plan  -- The housing activities to be undertaken with CDBG, HOME,
Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with Aids funds are consistent with
the strategic plan.

Section 3 -- It will comply with section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, and
implementing regulations at 24 CFR part 135.

Any person who fails to file the required certification shall be subject to a civil
penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each such failure.
