Public Art Selection and Acquisition Policy

1. PURPOSE & INTENT:

The City of MedfordArt Commission (MAC), established under Medford Mumal Code
Section 2.438, seeks to enhance and improve théhedugh the development of a public
arts program. The Commission’s goal is to:

* Develop a program that contributes to and enhacmesnunity identity and pride.

* Provide the highest quality artwork available, potimg excellence and demonstrating
diversity and variety of media.

» Encourage public participation and interaction vgttblic spaces.

» Enrich the public environment for both residentd &isitors through exposure to the arts.

The following policies and guidelines, as adoptgdh® commission and reviewed by the
Medford City Council, establish the process, pekcand procedures used for the solicitation,
review, approval, and acceptance of public arhen@ity of Medford.

2. DEFINITION:
As used here, in all communication by the MAC, agdhe City of MedfordPublic Art is
defined as follows:

The policy refers to public art as an activity Battit captures all art forms that take
place in a public space. Public art activity isided here to include permanent,
temporary and performance art, and the conceptudiibution of an artist to the
design of public spaces. Works of craft or artny enedium that has been reviewed
against adopted and standardized criteria, appraretiformally accepted for
ownership by the City of Medford for installatiam public locations, in or on
publicly owned buildings, on publicly owned land,im or on other locations leased
or provided to the City through donation, easenoemther means for a period of
not less than five years duration.

All art, sculpture or other works owned by the GfyMedford acquired through any
means or process and located in or on publicly avarecontrolled buildings or land
at the adoption of this policy are, by definitid¢tublic Art as herein defined.



3. LEGAL AUTHORITY:
The MAC was created and authorized by Section 20438e Municipal Code, specific
sections of which (as cited) empower the Commis&on

4(a): Act on behalf of the Council on matters amihg to the selection, acquisition,
siting, restoration and preventative maintenanqeubdic art for the enjoyment of
the citizens. This shall include the hiring of saltants to assist in the development
of public art programs and procedures.

4(b): Advise the Parks and Recreation Commissimterning the acceptance and
disposition of gifts of art to the City.

4(c): Act in conjunction with the Parks and RetimaCommission on matters
pertaining to arts education and promotion, agigtcognition and encouragement
of the arts and artistic performance to help fostead participation in and
understanding of the arts and their value to thefistel community.

4(d): Assist City staff in obtaining gifts and gta for the arts fund, which shall be
used for support of arts programs/activities amdtocurement of public art for the
enjoyment of the citizens. Advise City Councilfohding needs for arts to attain the
desired vision for arts and culture in Medford.

4(e):. Assist City staff with the administrationtbe 1.5% for art program, which
allocates funds from specific City building and aaeling projects for the
incorporation within and or inclusion of public &otthe project.

4(f): The Chairperson or designee will serve asdia to the Medford Parks and
Recreation Commission regarding the placement blipart and scheduling of arts
and cultural events in Medford public parks.

There are no Oregon cases applying Article |, $adiof the Oregon Constitution in the
public art context that we have been able to locEtere is authority under the First
Amendment to the United States Constitution, howesgggesting that when the

government is acting as a patron of art, or isldispg art in publicly owned places, there is
greater (but not unfettered) leeway to distinguiaked on content than when the government
is acting in a regulatory capacity. National Endaamtfor the Arts v. Finley, 118 S Ct 2168,
141 L Ed 2d 500 (1998)

3.1. Relation to Sign Code:

In placing and supporting public art on city owraedi/or controlled sites, the City of
Medford acts as a patron of the arts, not as datgyuand is accordingly free to approve or
deny projects according to its own art acquisitijoals. Public Art approved and adopted
under these policies, whether developed as twtiree-dimensional installations, including
statues, murals, friezes, or other works, placesdit®s owned or controlled for not less than
five years by the City of Medford, is therefore ex# from the provisions of the Medford
Sign Code.

In locating any proposed public art within spe@ahing overlays, particularly those portions
of the City recognized for their historic signifreze, the MAC will incorporate other City of



Medford goals or review authority to assure thdiljguart is consistent with all city
objectives and priorities. In a historic distridte MAC will solicit the City of Medford
planning department and the Landmarks and HistdPieservation Commission input when
considering public art projects.

4. PUBLIC ART ACQUISITION PROCESS:

All public art will be sited, evaluated and accepby the City of Medford following a
standardized process that assures fairness anid pyhlt. All public art will be reviewed
and accepted into city ownership only through thik¥ing process.

4.1. General Criteria:

Assuring the highest quality of aesthetic expemreioe the citizens of Medford is the primary
criterion for selection of public art. The objediis to develop a worthwhile, enduring, and
varied collection of artwork in city buildings, plikbspaces and other appropriate spaces
secured through long-term lease or easement. nimassioning or accepting public art the
following general criteria apply:

A. Media: All visual art forms and materials will bersidered.
B. Style: Artwork reflecting any school, movement,thual style will be considered.

C. Range: Artwork may be functional or non-functigra@nceptual or tangible;
portable or site-specific; including folk art, draf fine art.

D. Character: Artworks must be appropriate in saaledia, style, and content to the
project and environment to which they will relate.

E. Permanence: Consideration should be given totsnaland surface integrity and
the use of materials appropriate to the locatioassto minimize or eliminate
maintenance and repair costs.

F. Public Safety/ Liability: Artworks and art placesist be free of unsafe conditions
or other factors bearing on public liability.

G. Diversity: In selecting works, the City will stevfor diversity, reflecting the social,
ethnic and cultural fabric of the community.

4.2. Funding:

Funding for purchase or commission of specific vgavk public art or the development of
any base funding process is required prior tortit&ation of a public art project. Such
funding may be developed through the City budgetgss, grant or fund-raising activities,
private or corporate donations, or any other precéshe MAC in accordance with its rules.



The Public Art Selection and Acquisition Policy daet obligate or guarantee funding for
public art.

4.3. Site Selection:

The initial step in any public art project is tliemntification of an approved site for the
installation of public art. In the selection ot#dions for the installation of proposed public
art, the MAC strives to place public art in appriaf@ sites throughout the community with
the objective of providing quality art to the gesttnumber of citizens. The objective is to
develop a worthwhile, enduring, and varied collactof artworks in city buildings, public
spaces, and appropriate other spaces secured lhonggterm lease or easement, that
enhances, enlivens, and enriches the City whileathg the values of the community.

4.3.1. Site Determination and Acquisition
Sites for public art may be determined or selegteskveral ways, including but not limited
to, the following:

A. The City, acting through the Council, City Departijer other entity, utilizing 1%
for the Arts funding, dedicates a property or Bit@ublic art as an element in new
construction.

B. The City, acting through the Council, City Departrher other entity, chooses to
designate all or a portion of a city-owned propentite for public art purposes.

C. The legal owner(s) of a private property or otlomakion meeting the site selection
requirements may donate a Public Art Easement (mim duration of five years) to
the City for the placement of public art.

D. The MAC may solicit the donation of private proyeidr the display of public art.

E. The MAC may negotiate and purchase a Public Arekest for the display of
public art provided such term is not less than figars duration.

F. The MAC may, using funds raised for that purposecipase property or otherwise
obtain sites for public art purposes.

4.3.2. Site Selection Criteria
In the context of selecting a site for public atallation, the following guidelines apply:

A. The City will obtain, through a binding Public Aftasement Agreement, donation,
or purchase, a clear and binding right to utilize $ite for public arts purposes for a
period not less than five years.

B. For public art proposed within City of Medford rigbf-way, the location has been
reviewed and accepted by the Public Works Direstos may establish reasonable
site limitations on the installation to assure pubbfety or other public needs.



C. The location satisfies the Commission’s objectitdistribution of art throughout
all areas of the city.

D. The location is regularly visible or accessiblé¢thte public.

E. The location is accessible under the requiremdritseoAmerican for Disabilities
Act, if such access is necessary for the art teidged.

F. The location provides adequate lighting, if appraier;, to view the art or there is a
binding commitment to assure that such can be geavwithin a reasonable time
frame.

G. The location, including the surface or structurerupvhich the art is to placed is
both sound and in good repair, or there is a bopdmmmitment to assure that it is
made so within a reasonable time frame.

H. Reasonable security from vandalism/theft can beigedl as a part of the project
design.

|. Reasonable protection from the elements is availabthe site, or the selection will
be limited to materials appropriate for the site.

J. A maintenance agreement with the property/buildinger has been executed.

4.4. Selection Panel:

After a site meeting the criteria of Section 4.8a3 been reviewed and accepted by the City
as an appropriate public art location, an art siele@anel will initiate the process of
determining the work to be placed. All public mwrtMedford will be determined through a
process governed by a selection panel. The obgofithe Selection Panel is to allow for
broad representation of both commission and comipinterests in the selection of public
art.

For each approved site for public art, the MAC w#signate a Selection Panel to oversee
the art selection process. In situations where@iatpn costs are $5500 or less, the MAC or
a subcommittee thereof may serve in place of thec8en Panel as outlined below.

The MAC may, according to its own requirementsalelssh a panel for a given term, on a
project-by-project basis, or by any other critéridetermines appropriate, provided only a
single panel is responsible for any given projectiie duration of that project. The
Commission may constitute multiple selection paaéBny given time, each dedicated to
one or more projects. Except as modified by 4H),14ll appointments shall be the duty of
the chair of the MAC.



4.4.1. Each Selection Panel will consist of a minimum of seven (7) members, as
follows:

A. Two (2) members of the MAC, one of whom will seaseSelection Panel Chair.

B. One (1) arts professional, if available. A qualifimember of the MAC may serve
in this capacity. Appointments will specifically@ude dealers, agents or
representatives of artists applying or working lbefor with the panel.

C. Two (2) interested members of the community-atdarg

D. One (1) representative of the public departmenef@tithe work is being
commissioned/installed on City-owned property) oesident of the Council Ward
in which the project is to be located.

E. One (1) member of the architect or design teamof ¢me non-public site owner, if
applicable. If no architect, design team membenam-public site owner is
involved, a second arts professional will be apfamin

F. LHPC Liaison: When the site under consideratiolod¢ated within a locally or
nationally designated historic district (i.e. Medfdowntown Historic, the Geneva-
Minnesota Historic District, etc.) or upon any widually designated City of
Medford Landmark or National Register listed prapethe MAC chair will request
the appointment of a liaison from the Medford Laradks and Historic Preservation
Commission to serve on the Selection Panel. Eigdin shall be appointed by the
chair of the Medford Landmarks and Historic Preagon Commission.

4.4.2. Dutiesand Responsibility of the Selection Panel

The Selection Panel shall work within the projeatgmeters established by the MAC,
including overall budget, site constraints, andypam goals. The Selection Panel’'s duties
shall include the following:

A. Choose a method for selecting an artist by onb@bptions outlined below at 4.5.

B. Based on the established budget, develop a regtisiject scope, and determine if
the budget is sufficient to warrant advertisingdatists locally, regionally or
nationally.

C. Except as modified by 4.5, the Panel will drafinpand distribute a Request for
Proposal (RFP) using the City’s standard form jlong specific instructions relative
to the chosen site. The RFP will provide a cleéatesnent of project goals, a copy of
the site plan, if applicable, and any other malkeia considerations related to the
project review.

D. Advertise for RFP using normal distribution methga®viding adequate time for
artist response.



E. Review, evaluate, and discuss credentials, propasel/or materials submitted by
the artists.

F. Via majority vote, recommend the award of the cossion or decide to further
investigate any chosen finalists.

G. If further investigation of finalists is decidedadt a list of information and/or
additional materials required. Conclude investayats rapidly as possible, convene
for further discussion and, via majority vote, necoend the award of the
commission.

H. Inform the MAC in writing of the Panel’s decisiariting reasons for the selection.

l. If the Selection Panel cannot reach an agreententnatter will be referred to the
MAC.

The Selection Panel retains the right to make texgen if, in its opinion, there is
insufficient merit among the submissions. If thexurs, the MAC will determine whether
to recommend that the project be abandoned, beggwaselection process, or take some
other course of action. In all cases the Seled®amel decision is an advisory one, with
final authority remaining with the MAC.

45. Art Selection Methods:

Artwork may be selected by purchase, commissionation, or by contract with the artist as
part of a design team. An artwork may also becsetefor purchase on its own merit,
independent of the artist. Types of selectionaaréllows:

Limited Competition A small number of artists are invited by the SetatPanel to
submit proposals.

Open Competition  All artists are welcome to apply, subject to limidas established
by Selection Panel.

Artist Invitation Based on reputation and experience, an artisvigethby the
Selection Panel and requested to develop a praptsalich a situation the
Commission may compensate the artist for the prapdsietermined appropriate.

Direct Purchase The Selection Panel may choose to purchase a piepasting art,
from a gallery or dealer, from a private individwalfrom the artist directly

Donation Triggered by a citizen offer to contribute artwaookthe City, the Selection
Panel will review the work in terms of whetheratisfies the stated “Criteria of
Artwork” elements, and whether a suitable and appate site exists to exhibit the
artwork See Art Donations Policy Section 6.0).



4.6. Art Selection and Approval:

Artists will be chosen on the basis of their quedifions as demonstrated by past work, past
experience with public art, and successful comghetif previous projects similar in scope
and scale. Selected artwork will be original wodinpleted by the submitting artist.
Emphasis will be on regional artists whenever fmesi

The following criteria govern the selection of pldrt in the City of Medford and will
utilized by both the selection panel and the MA@y the process of review, selection and
approval of public art.

A. Artistic Quality and Originality: The strengthcwriginality and creativity of the
artist’s concept and demonstrated skill or craftssh#p. (20 Points)

B. Context: The appropriateness of the concept withenproposed architectural,
geographical, socio-cultural, and historical cohtexcluding use of appropriate
scale and materials for the site. (20 Points)

C. Diversity: Issues related to race, age, style,rardia of the art within the context.
(10 Points)

D. Feasibility: Budget, timeline, and probabilitysafccess. (10 Points)
E. Design & Construction: Issues related to fabraratf the installation, its

durability, resistance to vandalism, long-term nemance issues, and weather
permanence. (10 Points)

F. Support: Demonstrated community agreement/suppiothe project. (10 Points)

G. Public Safety: Meets any and all applicable baidcodes for public projects. (10
Points)

H. Other: The MAC may adopt other project specifitecia pertinent to special
considerations of the site, the project, or the migsion’s specific intent, provided
such criteria are clearly and completely stateth@nRequest for Proposal. (10
Points)



4.7. Responsibility of the Artist:

If selected for a commissioned artwork by the ©ityvledford, the artist will:

A. Sign and abide by the terms stated within a PetsSeraices contract with the City
of Medford.

1) Artist retains all rights and interest in the artlvexcept for rights of
ownership and possession, as passed to the Cityfuab acceptance.

2) Artist retains all rights under the Copyright A¢tl®76. The artist,
however, agrees not to make an exact duplicateeofvbrk or permit
others to do so, except by written permission efClity.

3) Artist grants to the City an irrevocable licensertake two-dimensional
reproductions for promotional purposes. The Cgseas to give artist
appropriate credit on all such materials, includingyright symbol, name
of artist, title of piece, and date of completion.

B. The Artists warrants that:
1) The artwork is made of quality materials.
2) The artwork is free of defects.

3) The artwork is an original product of the artisitsn creative efforts and
does not infringe on any third party’s copyrightsother intellectual
property rights.

4) For exterior installations, the proposed work caegpWith the City of
Medford Maintenance Standards.

C. Execute and complete the work in a timely and @sitenal manner.
D. Maintain an effective working relationship with theoject team and staff.

E. Advise the MAC immediately of any significant ch&asgo the scope, materials or
design of the work after contract is signed (aliropes must be reviewed and
approved prior to completion, in accordance with @ity requirements).

F. Be responsible for all design and execution ofwibek, including site preparation
and installation, unless otherwise stipulated en¢bntract.

G. Provide written maintenance guidelines, includieggommended products, where
appropriate, to guide city staff in the long-terareof the artwork.

H. Sign and Execute a waiver of right under the Migutists Rights Act (17 USC 106
A).



4.8. Responsibility of the Medford Arts Commission:

The Medford Arts Commission (MAC) will manage ardianister all implementation of
public arts programming as follows, coordinatinghaothers (City staff as appropriate and
necessary):

A. Encourage, identify, and accept public art sitesations and projects.

B. Participate in the coordination and developmeritinfling sources to support the
Public Art Program.

C. Convene Selection Panel and coordinate its work.

D. Prepare, review, oversee and monitor all documentkiding Requests for
Proposal, responses, and contracts (City stafppogriate and necessary).

E. Coordinate physical and logistical components birestallation.

F. Coordinate preparation of any necessary signagkidimg identification labels
and/or plaques.

G. Serve as an information conduit and link betwedistar project and building
managers (City staff) and others as necessarysiarem trouble-free project flow.

H. Serve as resource, guide, and counsel to the @iy€il and the City Manager
regarding public art related issues.

5. Ownership/Copyright/ Reproduction/Re=siting/Resale:

A. Work purchased, commissioned or accepted as aidorsdtall be the property of
the City of Medford.

B. The City intends that the work shall remain acd#edo public viewing for as long
as the City owns the work.

C. The City retains the right to transfer work fromed@ity-owned site to another, as it
deems necessary, to place the work in storag@&athar facility, or to make a
temporary loan to another agency or organization.

D. The City retains the right to deaccession workarts it no longer desires to retain as
a component of the public art program as per Segtio



6.

Accepting Donations of Artwork:
In addition to supporting the Public Arts Prograia financial assistance or the grant of land
or long-term easements for public art, privateiparand other entities may offer to donate
completed or proposed works of art to the City afd$brd under the Public Art program. It
is the responsibility of the MAC to review such posals for consistency with its goals and,
where appropriate either accept or reject suck tpfthe City. All such determinations
reside with the MAC, as the designee of the Medfoitgt Council. In evaluating offers of
donated artwork, the Commission will use the procesl and criteria established in Section
4.0 to determine the appropriateness of both thpgsed site and the extant or proposed
work of art.

A. Art offered to the City of Medford through donatiaiil be evaluated using the
entire public art process except as noted below.

B. In the case opfre-existing works of art only, the MAC, at its discretion byjority
vote, may chose to function as the Selection Patleér than creating one as
Section 4.4.

C. Donated artwork in exterior locations shall inclube donation of the site or a
minimum seven year easement to the City for sueh us

Deaccessioning Works of Art:
Deaccession is a procedure for withdrawal of a vadrért from city ownership. This may be
recommended by the MAC when the artwork has detged or been damaged and repair is
unfeasible, or when it has been determined by dnenaission to be no longer appropriate for
the site or to the City’s public art collection.

7.1 Deaccession Subcommittee:

A Deaccession Subcommittee will be appointed byM&. This Subcommittee will be
composed of:

One (1) member of the MAC, who shall act as chair,
One (1) interested member of the community, and
Three (3) three arts professionals.

Based on criteria developed by the MAC, artworky imareleased from City ownership and
de-accessed or removed as public art. Such wiadwsable or transferable, may be donated
to another government or non-profit entity, or nb@yoffered for sale at fair market value at
the discretion of the Deaccession Subcommitteesi@aiappraisals or opinions shall be
used when the value of the work exceeds $5000.

Where artwork is in anyway deemed not reusablastesrable, or otherwise worth saving
by the subcommittee, the subcommittee will deteenain appropriate disposal method. The



subcommittee will make its recommendation to thiy Ciouncil which shall approve the
final disposition of the work, including dispostlso recommended.

The subcommittee will make reasonable attempt®tidyrthe artist or heirs of the
deaccessioned work during this process. Writteards of the entire process shall be
maintained.

Proceeds from sales of deaccessioned artworkshaised to fund additional purchases or
commissions for public art conforming to the Cisieaind Selection Methods described
above.

Maintenance Standards
PUBLIC ART-Exterior Installations

The City of Medford accepts that public art in eideinstallations is subjected to varying
climates, sunlight, wind and other natural forageaddition to the potential for vandalism. In
order to assure high-quality, attractive, and |tasging benefit for the citizens, the following
standards are required for ALL public art instadlas in an exterior location.

* All exposed elements of the work are made of derabtterior-quality, water-
resistant materials that are, to the highest dggraetical, of color-fast materials
resistant to sunlight and UV damage.

» All connections, mountings, and hardware are memta hon-ferrous metal or other
materials that will not degrade from exposure.

* All mountings are sufficiently designed for theesizcale, and mass of the work to
assure public safety.

* Attached elements, plaques, markers, or othemgstinclude vandal-deterring
hardware wherever applicable.

» Depending upon the installation, efforts at redgghysical vandalism, including
graffiti, have been employed to the greatest exXtagible given the location. This
may include high-placement to reduce access, t®ghting at night, or other
physical barriers and passive methods that disgeuwlamaging behaviors.

In order to reduce potential damage from graffiil &0 ease cleaning subsequent to any
future vandalism, all exterior public artwork whlé treated with an anti-graffiti-coatings as
practical. A variety of products are available,sthof which can be found at
www.thomasnet.comnder “anti-graffiti coatings.”

As per 4.7(G), the artist will provide specificat®on the installation, including information
on any anti-graffiti coatings used, the requirerad¢at maintenance or re-application (if any)
and any other pertinent information which will &s<Tity Staff in maintaining and cleaning
the work subsequent to installation.

Guidelines and Process

Section 2.438 of the Municipal Code requires txé¢or murals must be approved by the
Medford Arts Commission, whose role is to ensued gach project aesthetically enhances
its location and surroundings. The costs associaitddeveloping and executing/installing a
mural are the responsibility of the applicant angh@perty owner of the wall where the
proposed mural will be installed. To simplify tldecument, the word ‘mural’ refers to
artwork that is painted on an exterior wall andeotivorks of art affixed to an exterior wall.

Overview

The approval process for executing/installing maical public or private property
within the City of Medford is administered by th&ydof Medford staff liaison to the
Medford Arts Commission (MAC).

Applicants without professional mural experiencgyrapply but should partner with
a professional muralist.

Applicant must provide a budget for the projed &rthe project is approved
funding must be in place before work can begin.

Proposed murals are reviewed by the MAC, by thedb@arks & Historic
Preservation Commission if required, and if recomdsel by the MAC, approved by
the City Council.

Murals shall not be considered for installationbariiding facades with a public
entrance in historic districts.

Murals may be considered for installation on buggdwith a public entrance outside
historic districts.

Murals shall not be proposed for installation oruapainted facade surface (natural
brick, stone) of a historic building.

All property owners must sign an Art Agreement oiticluded with the Public Art

Mural application agreeing to transfer ownershiphaf mural to the City pending
approval of the proposed mural by the City Council.

All murals approved through this process becomeqgiahe City’s public art
collection for as long as the Art Agreement remamsffect.

The number of murals per block may be limited.

Historically significant murals (including historadvertisements) shall not be painted
over, even if faded.

To the extent practicable, murals shall be apphelg to the flat planes of walls.

Imitative materials including but not limited topdmalt siding, wood textured
aluminum, and artificial stone should be avoidedramals within historic districts.
All applicants are required to meet with the MAQIataff liaison at least one month
prior to submitting an application.

NOTE: If the mural is proposed for installation on the exterior of structures listed on the National
Register of Historic Places or to a contributing property within a Historic District on the National
Register of Historic Places the proposal will be forwarded to the Landmarks & Historic Preservation
Commission for review. See Murals on Historic Buildings above.
